NOTICE OF RACE for the Summer Regattas 2011
And the Summer Series

1. Invitation

You are cordially invited to participate in the 2011 Dillon Yacht Club (DYC) Summer Series of Regattas, a series of eight open regattas to be held from June 4, 2011 through September 11, 2011. The Dillon Yacht Club is the Organizing Authority (OA). 

2. Rules

2.1 These regattas will be governed by the current Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), this Notice of Race, the Sailing Instructions, and any changes made to the Sailing Instructions posted on the Official Notice Board at the DYC Clubhouse.

2.2 The Following Rules will be altered by the Sailing Instructions:
When AP is displayed ashore: the first warning signal will be no sooner than 30 minutes after lowering the AP flag.

3. Eligibility and Entry 

3.1  The Summer Regattas are open to members and non-members of the Dillon Yacht Club.

3.2 Boats may enter any Summer Regatta by filling out an entry form on the day of the regatta prior to the competitor’s meeting, and paying the entry fee. 

3.3 DYC members intending to compete in the Summer Series should prepay in advance for all regattas before the season begins (see 9.2.7), and will qualify to be included in the final overall season standings.  The entry form may be found on line at www.dillonyachtclub.com 

3.5 All boats must have identifying numbers on their mainsail.  Boats should not display different numbers on foresails.  If this is not possible, a written request is to be supplied to the Race Committee prior to the race. Mainsail numbers will be assigned to each participating boat for the duration of the season. It shall be the responsibility of each participating boat to obtain and affix the proper sail numbers to their main sail. The RC may protest a boat for breaking this requirement and the penalty shall be a 20% scoring penalty for all races in which the infraction occurred. 

3.6  All boats must have a Type IV Buoyant Cushion or Ring Life Buoy, which

is immediately available as a throwable device, in the cockpit or above deck during all races.

3.7 All skippers must sign an indemnity agreement provided by DYC.

4. Fees

4.1 Each weekend regatta is $50.

4.2 If a participant chooses to join the DYC, club membership fee is $195.00.  The fee for the full racing season (8 regattas plus special regattas, i.e. Double-handed) is $250.00.   The racing fee does not include Dillon Open.
4.3 Membership forms are available at the DYC website www.dillonyachtclub.com, and at the DYC Clubhouse.

6. Classes:

6.1 Four or more one-design boats will constitute a fleet.  Fleets with less than four boats shall race in the PHRF Class and be scored using their current PHRF rating that is on record with SAIL.

6.2 If a boat does not have a SAIL PHRF rating, the Organizing Authority will assign a rating to that boat. 

7.  Schedule

7.1 Eight weekend regattas consisting of up to six races each weekend will make up the 2011 DYC Summer Series.  

7.2 A competitor’s meeting may be held at 1030 on the first day of each regatta 

7.3 The scheduled time for the first warning signal is listed in 7.5 Regatta Dates. Races will be sailed back to back. 

7.4 As many as four races may be sailed in one day. No race will be started after 1700 hours on Saturday and 1630 hours on Sunday.

8. Racing

8.1 Racing will take place on the main portion of Dillon Lake. 

8.2 Maps of the Lake will be available with the Sailing Instructions 

8.3 Sailing Instructions will be available online at the DYC website and in Yacht Club on day of Regatta.
9. Scoring
9.1 Weekend Regattas

9.1.1 Each Weekend Regatta will be scored using the Low Point System as described in RRS Appendix A., There will be no throw-outs; this modifies RRS A2. 9.1.2   One race will constitute a regatta.   

9.1.3 Handicap fleet scoring will use the Sailing Association of Intermountain Lake PHRF time on time correction using the formula:

Corrected time = 715/(515 + PHRF Handicap) *Elapsed time.

9.2 Summer Series

9.2.1 Boats that are owned by a paid-in-full member of the DYC (Membership and Season Racing Fee paid) will be eligible for scoring in the Summer Series.
9.2.2 Racers shall be in compliance with their respective class rules; responsibility for this instruction lies with the fleet captain or assigned fleet officer.

9.2.3 Eligible boats must be skippered by an owner, co-owner, charterer, regular crew member, family member (spouse or unmarried child under 21), or DYC member designated by the owner.
9.2.4 Scoring for the summer series will consist of the final regatta standings totaled for the eight weekend regattas, minus throw-out scores described in 9.2.5.
9.2.5 All of a boat’s final regatta finishes will count if five (5) or fewer regattas are scored. If six (6) or seven (7) regattas are scored, each boat’s worst regatta score will be excluded. If eight (8) regattas are scored, each boat’s worst two (2) regatta scores will be excluded. This modifies RRS A2 . Depending on lake conditions, this may be modified by Sailing Instructions.
9.2.6  The OA shall assign weekends for each fleet to provide Race Committee. It is the responsibility of the fleet captain to coordinate this staffing. At the end of the season, those boats that have contributed to the RC shall receive their average scores for each weekend they have raced, up to a maximum of two weekends per boat. 
9.2.7  Any boat that has not paid its racing fees will not be scored for the regatta.
10. COMMUNICATIONS:  

10.1 The RC will monitor VHF Channel 69 for all communications. 

10.2 RC may hail starting sequences and identification of boats not complying with RRS 29.1 by VHF. Failure to hail, order of hail, or failure to hear hail shall not be grounds for redress. 

10.3 Competitors are urged to monitor RC radio communication at all times as the RC may attempt to give competitors advanced warning of upcoming starting sequences and schedules.

10.4 Failure to hear any RC transmission shall not be grounds for requesting redress.

10.5 In the event of an on the water emergency, call 911. 

11. Prizes

11.1 Awards will be presented in each fleet based on the number of registered entries and decided by the OA at the end of the year.
