Sailing Instructions

1. RULES:  
These regattas will be governed by the rules as defined by the 2009-2012 Racing Rules of Sailing.  Class rules shall apply except as changed by these SIs. The regatta is designated Category A. The Dillon Yacht Club is the organizing authority (OA).
2. NOTICES TO COMPETITORS: 

2.1. Notices to Competitors will be posted on the official notice board on the east side of the DYC Clubhouse. 

2.2. Any changes to these sailing instructions will be posted before 1045 on the day it will take effect, except any change to the schedule of races will be posted by 2000 on the day before it will take effect.  
3.  SCHEDULE
3.1 Eight (8)-weekend regattas, each consisting of up to six (6) races, will make up the 2011 DYC Summer Regatta Series.  (The Dillon Open Regatta is not part of this series.)

3.2 A competitor’s meeting may be held at 1030 on the first day of each regatta. 

3.3 The scheduled time for the first warning signal each day is listed in 3.5 REGATTA DATES. Races will be sailed back to back. 

3.4 As many as four races may be sailed in one day. No race will be started after 1700 hours on Saturday and 1630 hours on Sunday.

4. SIGNALS MADE ASHORE:  

4.1. Signals made ashore will be displayed from the DYC flagstaff on the south side of the DYC clubhouse. 

4.2 When code flag “AP” is displayed ashore, the first warning signal will be no sooner than 30 minutes after lowering the AP flag. 
5. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY 

5.1 These Regattas are open to members and non-members of the Dillon Yacht Club.

5.2 Boats may enter a Regatta by filling out an entry form and paying the entry fee. DYC members intending to participate in the entire series must pay the Season Racing Fee, (excluding the Dillon Open) before the season begins. 
5.3 All boats must have identifying numbers on their mainsail.  Boats should not display different numbers on foresails . 

5.4 All skippers must sign an indemnity agreement provided by DYC.

5.5 One Design fleets must conform to their class rules, but it is the responsibility of each local fleet to enforce these rules. 
5.6 All boats must have a Type IV Buoyant Cushion or Ring Life Buoy, which

is immediately available as a throwable device, in the cockpit or above deck during all races. 
5.7 Specific Summer Series skipper eligibility is defined 15.2.3.
6. CHECK-IN: 

6.1 All boats must check in with the Committee Signal Boat before their first race of the day. 

6.2 After the Signal Boat displays Code Flag “L”, all boats must sail past the stern of the boat on starboard tack, hail their sail number and be acknowledged.  A boat may attempt to check in by using Channel 68, and is accepted if acknowledged by the committee.  Boats failing to check in may be subject to a protest by the RC or OA and the penalty will be a 10% scoring penalty for that race using the number of boats that started in the class.
7. STARTS:  

7.1. Assignment of numeral pennants as a class flag for each class, and the starting order for the first race, will be announced at the skippers meeting and posted immediately thereafter.  

7.2 Races will be started using RRS 26. 

7.3 The start line will be between the staff with an orange flag on the Committee Signal Boat and a nearby mark. This may be an inflatable mark. 

7.4 A boat has ten minutes to start after their class start. Boats unable to start within this time period will be scored DNS. This changes RRS A4.
7.5 Boats that are not in their starting sequence are requested to stay clear of the starting area.  
8. COURSES:  

8.1 The DYC fixed marks are white cylinders approximately 4 feet high and 8 inches in diameter, and numbered 1-12, as shown on Attachment 1. 

8.2 The marks of the course to be sailed, and the order in which they are to be rounded, will be displayed on the Committee Boat.  

8.3 An inflatable mark may be used for an Offset, Windward, Gybe, or Leeward mark. When used, this mark will be identified as “O”, “W”, “G” or “L” by the RC Signal Boat. 

8.4 All marks shall be rounded to port, unless underlined or posted in GREEN, in which case they shall be rounded to starboard.   
8.5 The RC may change the remaining course that begins at a rounding mark by changing the position of the next mark(s) or changing which mark(s) to round, by signaling with a “C” flag and posting the new marks to be rounded.  If the RC signal boat also displays class flags (numeral pennants), the change of course ONLY applies to those fleets.
8.6 Restricted Line: When code flag R is displayed on the race committee boat, boats on a leg of the course and which are neither starting, in their starting sequence, nor finishing shall not sail through a start or finish line. The marks denoting the ends of the line bound legs of the course; the required sides are outside the line. Violation of this instruction is not correctable by rule 28.1 (string rule); this changes 28.1.    Exceptions: A boat may cross the start or finish line to comply with rules 29.1 (OCS), 30.1 ("I" flag), 31 (touching a mark) while starting or finishing or the definition of finish in order to start or finish properly under the RRS or to comply with rule 14 (avoiding contact).   Penalty: The race committee may protest violations as in rules 60.2 & 61.1(b). A 20% scoring penalty shall apply for each violation, but a boat so penalized shall not be scored worse than did not finish.  

9 RECALLS: 

9.1 Recalls will be made in accordance with rules 29.2 and 29.3.  

9.2 An attempt may be made with a loud hail and over channel 69 to notify premature starters.  

9.3 Failure to hear the hail will not be grounds for redress. This changes rule 62.1

10. THE FINISH: 

10.1 The finish line will be between a line flag on the Race Committee Finish Boat and a nearby mark.  

11. TIME LIMITS: 

11.1 The race committee may give any boat not finishing within 30 minutes of the first boat in that class, estimation for her time or place to finish. This is at the discretion of the Race Committee and is not grounds for redress. This changes rule 62.1

12. PROTESTS: 

12.1 Upon finishing a race, protesting yachts must notify the RC of its intent to file a protest from a violation occurring in that race. Protest forms will be available at the DYC Club house. 

12.2 Protests must be in writing, and received by the OA or DYC Race Chairman or RC Principal Race Officer for the day, within 30 minutes from the time the RC boat docks for the day. A Code Flag “B” will be hoisted with one sound shortly after the RC Signal Boat docks, and will be lowered, with one sound, at the expiration of the protest filing time. 

12.3 Protests and Arbitration (see Section 13) will be heard in the DYC clubhouse.  

12.4 Parties to the protest must remain in the area until called. 

13. ARBITRATION:
For a protest involving an infringement of a rule of Part 2, an Arbitration hearing may be held prior to the protest hearing. After the protest form is filed, one designated representative from each yacht will testify before an Arbitrator. No witnesses shall be allowed. After hearing the testimony of each representative, the Arbitrator may make one of the following conclusions:
1.
There was no foul, or the protest is invalid. If all the protesting parties agree, the protest is then withdrawn and cannot be reopened or appealed; if a party does not agree, the protest goes to the protest committee for a full hearing.
2.
A foul was committed by one or more of the yachts involved. The representative of the offending yacht(s) has the option of accepting a 40% scoring penalty or submitting the matter to the jury for a full protest hearing. If the scoring penalty is accepted, the matter is closed and cannot be reopened, appealed, or re-addressed;
3.
Direct that the protest go the protest committee for a full hearing. 

14. COMMUNICATIONS:  

14.1 The RC will monitor VHF Channel 69 for radio communications, and may monitor Channel 68 for check-in prior to the first start of the day. RC may hail starting sequences and identification of boats not complying with RRS 29.1 by VHF Channel 69. 

14.2 RC will not respond to hails during a starting sequence or race, except to acknowledge protests or retirements, when feasible.  

14.3 Competitors are urged to monitor RC radio communication at all times as the RC may attempt to give competitors advanced warning of upcoming starting sequences and schedules.

14.4 Failure to hear any RC transmission shall not be grounds for redress.

 
15. SCORING: 
15.1 Weekend Regattas

15.1.1 The low point Scoring System, Appendix A2, will apply except that all races will be scored and there will be no throw outs, modifying RRS A2.9.1.2 
15.1.2 A minimum of one race will constitute a regatta.   

15.1.3 Handicap fleet scoring will use the Sailing Association of Intermountain Lake PHRF time on time correction using the formula:

Corrected time = 715/(515 + PHRF Handicap) x Elapsed time.

15.2 DYC Summer Series

15.2.1 Boats that are owned by a paid-in-full member of the DYC (Membership and Season Racing Fee paid) will be scored in the Summer Series.
15.2.2  Boats will not be scored in any regatta until racing fees are paid.
15.2.3 Eligible boats must be skippered by an owner, co-owner, charterer, regular crew member, family member (spouse or unmarried child under 21), or  DYC member designated by the owner.

15.2.4 The Summer Series Results will consist of the regatta results totaled for the eight weekend regattas, minus throw out scores described in 15.2.5.

15.2.5 All of a boat’s final regatta finishes will count if five (5) or fewer regattas are scored. If six (6) or seven (7) regattas are scored, each boat’s worst regatta score will be excluded. If eight (8) regattas are scored, each boat’s worst two (2) regatta scores will be excluded. This modifies RRS A2.  If a fleet elects to not sail a regatta, it will be considered as an un-scored regatta for that fleet for throw-out purposes. Depending on lake access conditions, this provision may be changed by the OA.
15.2.6: The OA shall assign a weekend for each fleet to provide Race Committee. It is the responsibility of the fleet captain to coordinate this staffing. At the end of the season, those boats that have contributed to the RC on that fleet’s assigned weekend(s), shall receive their average scores for each weekend they have raced.  OA will coordinate with fleet captain to determine which boats qualify as “contributed”. 
16. PRIZES:  
16.1 Awards will be presented in each fleet based on the number of registered entries and decided by the OA at the end of the year.  
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
