Sailing Instructions

RULES:  The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined by The Racing Rules of Sailing 2001 - 2004 (RRS) and representing class rules. 

NOTICE TO COMPETITORS: Any changes to these sailing instructions will be posted 15 minutes after the conclusion of the Skipper’s Meeting on the day it will take effect, except any change to the schedule of races will be posted by 2000 on the day before it will take effect. All changes to the SI’s will be posted on the official notice board located at the DYC. 

SCHEDULE:

Saturday, July 17th 8:00am to 10:00am registration

Saturday, July 17th 10:30a.m. Skippers Meeting

12:00noon Warning signal for the first race. Two races scheduled

Rhumb Line Hosted by Jack and “Mother” Swisher following racing

Sunday, July 18th

12:00noon race 3 followed by race 4.

two races scheduled.

No Start after 1600hrs/4:00pm

Immediately after the races: TROPHY PRESENTATION
FLEETS:  All boats will be scored PHRF.

COURSES:  The courses will use marks as shown on the attached sheet. The course marks are white cylinders approximately 4 feet high and 8 inches in diameter. Each are marked with their appropriate number 1-10 for the course. All marks are to be rounded to port. Any changes in the rounding, will be posted on the committee boat and announced. The marks of the course to be sailed will be displayed on the Committee Boat. 

CHECK-IN: All boat must check in with the committee boat before their first race of the day. All boats must sail passed the stern of the committee boat on starboard tack, hail and be acknowledged. Failure of this will constitute a DNC.
STARTS AND FINISHES: The starting order sequence will be announced at the skippers meeting. Races will be started using RRS 26. Times shall be taken from the visual signals; the absence of a sound signal shall be disregarded. 
The start/finish lines will be between the staff with an orange flag on the Committee Boat and an orange inflatable nearby mark.
RECALLS: Recalls will be made in accordance with rules 29.2 and 29.3. 
TIME LIMITS: If no yacht rounds the first mark within one (1) hour of her start, the race is abandoned. Also, if no yacht from the PHRF class finishes within two and a half (2 1⁄2) hours from her start, the race is abandoned.
Races will be sailed back to back. The warning signal for the second race will be at the discretion of the race committee.

PROTESTS: Protesting yachts must notify the RC of its intent to file a protest upon finishing. Protest must be in writing, filed and received within 30 minutes from the time the RC boat docks for the day. Protests will be heard in the DYC clubhouse. 

ARBITRATION: For protest involving an infringement of a rule of Part 2, an Arbitration hearing will be held prior to the protest hearing. After the protest form is filed, one designated representative from each yacht will testify before an Arbitrator. No witnesses shall be allowed. After hearing the testimony of each representative, the Arbitrator shall make one of the following conclusions:

1) There was no foul. If all the protesting parties agree, the protest is then withdrawn and cannot be reopened or appealed. 

2) A foul was committed by one or more of the yachts involved. The representative of the offending yacht(s) has the option of accepting a 40% penalty or submitting the matter to the jury for a full protest hearing. If the penalty is accepted, the matter is closed and cannot be reopened, appealed, or re-addressed. 

3) Direct that the protest go the protest committee for a full hearing. 

RADIO COMMUNICATION: The RC boat will monitor VHF channel 69. The RC will not respond to any radio communication by a contestant for any reason, except for acknowledging retirement or distress (May Day) calls. The RC may make announcements to the fleet as a courtesy to the competitors for OCS starters. Failure to hear these hails shall not be grounds for redress. 

LAUNCHING AND HAULING:  There is no charge for the use of the crane.  The Dillon Yacht Club and the Dillon Marina welcomes you to the Legends Cup Regatta.

SCORING: The low point Scoring System, Appendix A2, will apply except as modified here. All races will be scored and there will be no throw outs. Two races shall constitute the regatta. 

Scoring shall be:


DNF-# of finishers plus 1.


DNS/DNC # of registered plus 1.


DSQ # of registered plus 2.

PRIZES:  PHRF Fleet will be awarded prizes 1st - 3rd with the Founders Trophy presented to the overall winner.
